On June 21, 2007, 175 honor student musicians gathered at Bowling Green State University
in Bowling Green, Ohio for three days of rehearsal and a performance prior to departing to seven
European countries for a 16 day tour. Lauren Hiltner, of Lyons, Ohio; Melissa Hoen, of Delta,
Ohio; and Lauren Carpenter, of Swanton, Ohio were
selected for this honor. Lauren, Melissa, and Lauren
are members of the Evergreen High School music
program directed by Chris Lyons. Lauren Hiltner is
the daughter of Reed and Susanne Hiltner; Melissa
Hoen is the daughter of Mike and Toni Hoen; Lauren
Carpenter is the daughter of Bob and Kathy
Carpenter. Students were nominated for the 2007
Ohio Ambassadors of Music tour based upon their
level of musicianship, leadership, and character, and
were selected for participation by invitation. Each
nominee received a copy of an ambassador of good
will proclamation from Governor Taft’s office
honoring their selection.

Dr, Bruce Moss, Director of Bands at Bowling
Green State University, served as Music Director
for the tour. Moss conducted the Honor Band, and
Dr. William Skoog, Director of Choral Activities at
Bowling Green State University, conducted the
Honor Choir. The tour is designed by Voyageurs
International, a Denver-based agency specializing in
European music tours for numerous states throughout
the country for over 30 years. This is the sixth such
tour in the state of Ohio since 1997.

Prior to their departure for Europe on June 24, 2007, student participants gathered on the
campus of Bowling Green State University for an intensive three-day schedule of rehearsals and
orientation sessions. On Saturday evening, June 23, at 7:30 pm, a pre-tour concert was held in
Kobacker Hall on the campus of Bowling Green State University.
